| have the honor to state that my careful attention has been given to the
accompanying Memorial praying for thhe-opening of the Peterson office and |
beg respectfully to state as follows, viz:

The Peterson office was formerly situated immediately at the junction of
the Bobcaygeon and Peterson Roads, in the County of Haliburton, nine miles
north of Minden but inMarch 1877 the office was destroyed by fire and the
Postmaster moving away, there was no person left there who would accept the
Postmastership, and the office was notaopened. The people living about the
corners and scattered north in the townships oh#on and Stanhope, comprising
about thirty families, have asked that the office shall bepened at the
residence of Mr. James Carr, on Lot No. 1, Concession A in Hindon, about a
quarter of a mile north of the Corners.

The petitioners now do their postédusiness at Minden.

If the office is reestablished at Peterson it will require to be served
specially from Minden, and | would recommend, in that event, the service be
continued on to Pritchards three and a half miles north, where the settlave
petitioned several times for an officed $S Y& wSLR NI "%Wb2 drné
November last.

A weekly mail service betweerterson and Minden would cost about $50
a year, or $75 a year if extended to Pritchards.
